At the Harding Miller Education Foundation, we believe that the tutoring is a crucial element for the
success of the student. The Foundation provides $2,500 of face-to-face or online tutoring for each

student in each year of their scholarship.

We know that one-on-one tutoring provides many benefits and improves academic performance. It can

also help with self-esteem and study techniques as students feel more confident.

When a student works directly with their tutor, they can address any problems the student is having
with a particular subject area which ultimately inspires the student to succeed as they start to see

improvements.

With direct one-on-one tutoring, the student is able to ask specific questions about their individual
needs and can address any weaknesses in a timely way. Personalised tutoring gives the students a
chance to catch up on lost learning opportunities or accelerate their learning to meet their potential.
The tutor is also able to give the student good study tips and customised programs in order for the

student to reach their full potential in exams and assignments.
